News stories are not always accurate about
who or what is needed, and too many resources showing up on sight can be as crippling as the event itse
In the case of the Alabama tornadpespecially in the early gs, it would also have been imperative that
you have a significant support team with you as well. Depending on where you were assisting in this stat:

entire metropolitan area without power for 4 to 6 days. That meant that there were few gas stations opel
hotels open, restaurants segyfood, and even supermarkefsen. Would you have been prepared &otw

in line for gas for 3 or 4ours once you gdtere (within a 2 hour radius??). Would you have been prepared
to live in your truck or vehicle without lodging providedayn agency t hgot? Wauldyodt r
have known where to go, what t o s e andartybodyn &Vouwdh o
you have known your way around metropolitan areas that were difficult to access by car, or by foot? Would

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2011 Produces Historic Tornado Outbreaks
2011 hadeen quite a year so far! The southeast and the midwest have seen historic aroee&ard
storms and damages.

April27"pr oduced unprecedented damage in frfirimedi e Al | ¢
individual tornadoes, the moi a 24 houperiod in U.S. history. The NWS reported that 321 people were
killed during the April 2528 tornado outbreakMore than 50 individual tornadoes were reported across
Alabama on the 27 One of those ®s recorded with a width of 1.25 miles and a track of 132.5 miles long!

It was an EF5 with at least 70 fatalities. It started at 3:05 pm and ended at 4:30 pm.

Then, on Sunday, May 22, Joplin, MO took a direct hit from an EF5 tornado, leaving an estimated 151
people dead. The Joplin tornado is the deadliest single tornado since modern recaydieggm in 1950
and is ranked"7deadliest in U. S. histonhttp://www.noaanews.noaa.gov/2011_tornado_information)html

Multiple CSAR members/teams deployed following these two outbreaks. We are sharing some of their
insights, lessons learned and pictures in this newsletter.

After almost 3 days, our USAR team was released to return to the metro Kansas City area. A week later our canine
handlers regpnded to a mutual aid request from a Joplin area search group, which needed more assistance i
searching for human remainkinder the coordination of Newton County Search and Recovery,-segarehed many

areas in a final push to recover those still migsi

This was my first search in a disaster of this magnitude. Here are a couple things | learned:

- You and your dog need to be ambassadors. Dogs need to be ok with other dogs. They don't have to meet and greet, but they
should not be "going after" other search dogs or resident dogs.

- Expectthat when not working, you will be approached by people who tegmét your dog as a means of therapy. These were
some of the most touching and memorable moments | experienced while there.

- Keepyou and your dog hydrated!

- Dogsmust work SLOW and easy and be under control on the debris or they will get hury #hilitect dog from a distance is
very helpful.

- The IC system doesn't always work likesays it should in the "bookPolitics and general chaos may be detrimental to the
effectiveness of IC. Don't expect that things will run completely smoothlyxpeceto hurry up and wait.

- Beprepared to transport yourself and your dog in just about any type of vehicle.

- If you don't already do this, you should always bring documentation of you and your dog's certification(s), dog's vaccination
records, and ithe case of a disaster like this, a bedroll.

I'm sure there are plenty of other pointers that could be included here, but these are the ones that stuck in mysmiiike tal al
say that the courage, hospitality and resilience displayed by the pédplain were truly inspiring and humbling. My best
wishes to those who are doing the hard work of rebuilding homes and lives.
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
